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Summary

The national libraries of the 9 participant countries, whose collections are to be included in The European Library during the EDL project (Belgium, Greece, Iceland, Ireland, Liechtenstein, Luxembourg, Norway, Spain, Sweden), responded to a questionnaire in order to enable the project to establish an overview of subject access tools and practice in their institutions. Furthermore, two other national libraries involved in the project (Germany, Switzerland) also were kind enough to send in their replies. The results of the survey were then compared to the results of a similar study conducted within TEL-ME-MOR project targeting the 10 then new member states. The compilers recommend that the questionnaire be filled by all The European Library partners with the goal to develop and maintain an overview of the subject access across The European Library.
Context
In Task 1 of Workpackage 2 of EDLProject the UNICODE capabilities of EDLProject partners were analyzed to identify underlying issues brought up by portalling databases with different scripts, character sets or individual character processing. Task 2 is dedicated to establishing a clear picture of subject access mechanisms used by different partners. Task 3 will look at various cross language approaches to bibliographic subject data, based on Task 2 and findings and recommendations from TEL-ME-MOR, while Task 4 is to investigate possible solutions to multilingual access to full text. Task 5 will concern name authority control, whereas Task 6 should consider options of interoperability with other communities (museums) and test the possible use of new conceptual models of bibliographic universe.
Introduction

One of the main areas of recent research in information retrieval has been the research into making documents in any language accessible to users of other languages. Portals, such as The European Library, allow searching data that exists in many languages and notations. However, a user is bound to miss out on all the documents that have been indexed in a language he/she does not speak, unless there is some way of translating the request and/or the records. Subject access tools, such as controlled vocabularies, can present an elegant mechanism to alleviate such problems. However, in an environment where different subject access tools are in use in different collections (or even in the same collection) it would appear that the two solutions to this problem are either use of one or a small number of common subject access tools, which is highly unlikely to happen anytime soon, or some sort of mapping and linking between different subject access tools. 

As work related to The European Library in TEL-ME-MOR project clearly showed, subject access can be of importance to multilingual options in The European Library. TEL-ME –MOR Deliverable 3.3 hinted at vast resources in terms of subject access tools, while Deliverable 3.4 identified various projects that try to put these resources to use in terms of multilingual access to collections.
Furthermore, research continuously indicates that subject access, i.e. searching on a topic, is the predominant type of end-user searching, therefore it is of utmost importance for EDLProject to assess the present situation regarding subject access in partner libraries and than look at various possibilities on how to handle the problem of multilingualism.
It is interesting to note that the terminology related to subject access varies and there is no consensus on the terms and their meanings. For the purpose of this study the following definitions are used:

· Automatic Indexing: The use of machines to extract and assign index terms without human intervention once programmes or procedural rules have been established. 

 

· Classification: A scheme for the arrangement of books and other material in a logical sequence according to subject or form. (for example, DDC, UDC, LCC) 

 

· Controlled vocabulary: Language usually found in the form of a thesaurus or subject heading list that follows syntactic and semantics rules and is maintained by an institution or networks of users. 

 

· Keywords: Uncontrolled words or phrases assigned intellectually or automatically. 

 

· Pick List: A list of terms commonly used but not supported by an authority record.
· Subject heading: A linguistic expression (words or groups of words) representing the subject content of a document and used for retrieval

 

· Subject heading Language (SHL): The terms used as subject headings and under which entries are made. Usually subject headings in a SHL are precoordinated and follow strict syntactic rules. 

 

· Thesaurus: A compilation of groups of words, consisting of the links between words used in documents and words used as descriptors, prepared for the consultation in information retrieval. Equivalence, homographic, hierarchical, and associative relationships are displayed clearly and according to standards. 

 

The Subject access tools questionnaire

The purpose of this questionnaire is to gather information on existing subject indexing systems, which includes verbal subject indexing, thesauri and classification, of the partners participating in EDLproject. The information gathered will be used to support and develop strategies for cross-language access options to build access to the collections in the framework of The European Library

The goal of this analysis was to gain an insight into subject access mechanisms provided by the participant libraries in general and the resources planned for The European Library in particular in order to examine similarities and investigate ways to improve searching based on subject access. Therefore a questionnaire was prepared, slightly augmenting the questionnaire in use for a similar TEL-ME-MOR analysis.

The questions asked of partner libraries were:

General library subject access policy

Which subject access tools are used in the catalogues/databases?

· Controlled vocabularies

· Subject headings

· Thesauri

· Pick lists

· Classification systems

· Uncontrolled

· Assigned keywords

· Full-text access

· Automatic indexing

· Other

For subject headings, pick lists and thesauri:

· Since when are they used?

· What was used before?

· How are they maintained?

· In which language(s)?

· Is authority control provided?

· What is the approximate number of headings/descriptors?
For classification systems:
· Are text captions displayed and/or searchable?

For each collection to be included in The European Library:

· Which subject access tools are used?

· Are they used in all the records and if not, what % and why not?
Future plans and developments
General overview

Belgium (Koninklijke Bibliotheek van België / Bibliothèque royale de Belgique (KBR) ; Royal Library of Belgium):

For the national bibliography KBR used adaptation of Dutch National Depot list from 1980 to the end of 2006. Since January 2007 KBR-LCSH, a tri-lingual subject access tool based on LSCH (French and Dutch in addition to English), is used. While KBR-LCSH was also used for the Catalogue of the Scientific Library (foreign publications) from 1984 to the end of 2006, it is not subject indexed by the library at the present, although LCSH are taken from external data whenever possible (about 30% of the material) and copy indexing may be applied in the near future. Modified UNESCO list is a basis for classification in Belgian Bibliography.
Greece (Ethnike Bibliotheke tes Hellados ; National Library of Greece):

National library of Greece maintains its own subject heading language since 1978, based on structure and links of LCSH (more than 90 % is mapped; headings for Greek history, literature etc. are added). Subject headings are applied to the main book collection, excluding literary works and books for children. DDC numbers of the main 100 subdivisions are included in their bibliographic records. 
Iceland (Landsbókasafn Íslands – Háskólabókasafn ; National and University Library of Iceland):

Icelandic subject authority file based on the Kerfisbundinn efnisorðalykill (Thesaurus of Icelandic Subject terms) is in use in National Library of Iceland since 2005 for all published Icelandic material acquired by legal deposit and normally published in the national bibliography. English LCSH are retained when a record is imported, but are not used elsewhere. Material is classified according to Icelandic abridged edition of DDC (currently the 2002 edition) since 1979. Articles in scholarly serials are only assigned subject headings. As the national union database Gegnir (a library catalogue for the whole country since 2004) is one of the collections to be included in The European Library, other Icelandic libraries must also be taken into consideration. While indexing policy is nowadays uniform throughout the country (since 2000), various pick lists or keywords were used in the past, and there are still three different versions of DDC in use, as well as LCC and local classification systems in some small libraries. 
Ireland (Leabharlann Náisiúnta na hÉireann / National Library of Ireland (NLI ; National Library of Ireland):
National Library of Ireland uses LCSH, as well as LOC thesauri for graphic materials, to provide subject access to materials in its on-line catalogue (books & periodicals), visual materials, and certain categories of manuscripts (since 1989). DDC was used to classify printed material until 2001.

Liechtenstein (Liechtensteinische Landesbibliothek ; Liechtenstein National Library):

A version of Bodensee-bibliography classification system is used for Liechtenstein literature since 1977, while an adaptation of UDC from 1978 is applied to non-fiction. As the national union catalogue is to be included in TEL, it is important to note that both a SAB-based simplified form of UDC and RKV classification systems are also used in other libraries throughout the country. Various pick lists (maintained by the national library and others) are applied to novels, books for youth and children’s books, as well as videos and audio books. Also, keywords are in use by the civic library of archaeology.
Luxembourg (Bibliothèque nationale de Luxembourg (BnL); National Library of Luxembourg):

Both RVM and DDC (currently DDC 22) are in use since 1985, although only foreign publications are classified with DDC, local publications are classified using local classifications.
Norway (Nasjonalbiblioteket (NB ; The National Library of Norway):

The library has a relatively rich tradition of using (Norwegian abridged editions of) DDC, ever since 1956. Currently DDK5, an abridged and adapted version of DDC21 is in use (both books and serials in national bibliography are classified). In comparison, various collections make use of several local subject heading languages and pick lists/keywords. For example, Sami Bibliography is one of a small number of collections to which a general SHL is applied, whereas National bibliography only uses personal, corporate and geographical subject headings. It must be mentioned that the »Periodicals on the Internet« (NATI) collection is equipped with a (local) subject heading language (based on literary warrant) which is fully mapped to DDC. Sound recordings are not given subject access, while photos, posters and digital radio archive have a varying degree of access. 
Spain (Biblioteca Nacional de España (BNE) ; National Library of Spain):
National library of Spain uses its own subject heading language/thesaurus, drawing from various international and national sources. They use the CDU (UDC) classification system. Some special collections are neither indexed nor classified.
Sweden (Kungl. biblioteket, Sveriges nationalbibliotek (KB ; Kungl. biblioteket, National Library of Sweden):
KB uses its own subject heading language Svenska ämnesord since 2001 and a Swedish classification system KSSB (SAB-system) ever since 1921.
In addition two of the libraries already in The European Library were kind enough to send in their data:

Germany (Deutsche Nationalbibliothek (DNB) ; German National Library): 

The library uses DDC (since 2006) and SWD (since 1986). Complete DDC numbers are used for all materials over 50 pages (or in case of scholarly studies) except for schoolbooks, juvenile literature and fiction. All publications from Germany, Austria and German-speaking part of Switzerland as well as Germanica and translations from German are classified by a scheme based on Second summary of DDC. All book trade publications are indexed with subject headings of the SWD.

Switzerland (The Swiss National Library (SNL)):

The Swiss national library uses DDC (since 2000) and SWD/RSWK (since 1998), following an indexing policy that emphasizes publications that are published in Switzerland/about Switzerland widely available to public and published in the 4 Swiss national languages and English. For their collection of posters they use a pick list.

Subject heading languages used

RVM (Répertoire de vedettes-matière) is in use in Luxembourg. The headings are in French with main headings also translated to English. LCSH are in use in Ireland. Belgium had used tri-lingual KBR-LCSH tool for foreign publications from 1984 to the end of 2006, and uses it for national production since then, where a bilingual Dutch/French adaptation of Dutch Depot list was in use before. In Greece the National Library of Greece Subject Headings, heavily based on LCSH, are in use. Icelandic subject authority file, based on Thesaurus of Icelandic Subject terms, is used in Iceland. Various local subject heading languages are in use in Norway but the collections covered (Sami bibliography, NATI) only represent about 5-10% of Norway’s collections to be included. National library of Spain uses what is referred to as the National Library of Spain Authorities Catalog, based on various local and international subject heading languages and thesauri. In Sweden a Swedish subject heading language called Svenska ämnesord is in use.
SWD (Schlagwortnormdatei) is used in both Switzerland and Germany, although, as the returned questionnaire from the German library pointed out, SWD is nowadays often called a thesaurus.
No subject heading language was reported used in Liechtenstein.
All the respondents using subject heading languages reported having implemented authority control, while bilingual access is only possible in Belgium (tri-lingual French/Dutch/English for KBR-LCSH and bilingual Dutch/French for adaptation of Dutch Depot list) and in Luxembourg (English for main headings, in addition to French).

Number of headings ranges from 6000 for both Iceland and Norway to almost 290.000 in Belgium and even 600.000 in Germany.

Thesauri used

In Iceland Kerfisbundinn efnisorðalykill (Thesaurus of Icelandic Subject terms) is in use since 2003 (in public and school libraries since 1992) and forms the basis for Icelandic subject authority file. National Library of Ireland uses thesauri for graphic materials.
Pick lists used

Pick lists are applied to various materials (mostly fiction) in Liechtenstein and are used in some collections in Norway, as well. In Iceland several mechanisms which can be considered as pick lists are also in use. Also, a bilingual (German/French) pick list is used for the poster collection in Switzerland.
Classification systems used

National libraries of Germany, Switzerland and Luxembourg (only for foreign publications) use full DDC. National library of Iceland uses abridged Icelandic translation of DDC, while other Icelandic libraries, whose collections are also to be included in The European Library, may use other (English and Danish) versions of DDC. In Norway a Norwegian abridged and adapted version called DDK5 is used, whereas Greek national library only uses the top 100 subdivisions of DDC. In addition, German library also applies similar classification scheme based on Second summary of the DDC to the publications from Germany, Austria and German-speaking part of Switzerland and translations from German to other languages as well as Germanica. The national library of Luxembourg applies local classification systems to national publications. National library of Spain uses UDC, which is also used for non-fiction in Liechtenstein. An adaptation of Bodensee-bibliography classification is applied to domestic literature in Liechtenstein, while RKV and SAB-based decimal classification are also used in various libraries that contribute to the country’s union catalogue. Swedish library uses a local classification KSSB (SAB-system). Belgian Bibliography data gets basic classification numbers according to a slight modification of a UNESCO scheme. Swedish language text captions are both searchable and displayed in Sweden, while the German library offers searchable text captions in German. Also, captions are searchable and displayed for all of the classification systems used in Liechtenstein, except for Bodensee-bibliography where they are neither searchable nor displayed. Elsewhere captions are not used. 
Uncontrolled (keyword) access
Keywords are assigned in some cases by cataloguers in Spain, Iceland, Liechtenstein and Norway. Full text access to documents or abstracts is offered in Iceland for a collection of older journals and newspapers. 
Projects and other plans

German and Swiss national libraries are partners in MACS (Multilingual Access to Subjects) project. The national library of Luxembourg also reports involvement in MACS - in a system that will provide multilingual subject access through linking of subject headings, while Swedish national library is planning to participate in MACS. Currently RAMEAU, SWD and LCSH are being linked in MACS, with German national library also reporting working on Crisscross project where SWD and DDC are being mapped. National library of Iceland reported on having considered joining the SACO (Subject Authority Cooperative Program) project, organized by Library of Congress, for Icelandic geographic terms. Norwegian national library is considering implementing a Norwegian version of WebDewey and a change of policy with emphasis on extensive use of subject headings is also being discussed. Belgian national library is considering cooperation with other institutions using LCSH and also plans to make bibliographic and authority records available to others for copy cataloguing. In addition, national libraries of Greece, Sweden, Spain, Iceland, Norway and Switzerland reported on being involved in or considering national projects aimed at improving subject access. National library of Liechtenstein is considering switching from UDC to DDC, in light of recent developments in Germany. They also reported being involved in ongoing project of scanning tables of contents of important non-fiction material, indexing the most important terms and displaying the pdf files.
Collections for TEL

The partners have reported on planning to contribute the following collections:

Belgium:

· Catalogues of the National Library of Belgium (KBR-LCSH (about 60% of the Scientific collection), Adapted Dutch National Depot List (about 60% of the Belgian Bibliography) – in both cases novels and certain other types are not indexed)

Greece:

· Main Catalogue of the National Library of Greece (82% of records have subject access through NLG subject headings, literary works and children's books do not, whereas 91% of  records have DDC access)
Liechtenstein:

· Katalog der Liechtensteinischen Bibliotheken (Liechtenstein national union catalogue)
Luxembourg:

· Catalogue collectif du Réseau bibnet.lu union catalogue (100% RVM, 50% DDC (not used by all of the consortium members))

Norway:

· Norwegian National Bibliography - books (DDC (Dewey, different Norwegian editions, 100%), geographical subject headings, corporate subject headings, personal subject headings, very few keywords)
· BIBSYS database (DDC almost 100%, music sound recordings and some web documents are not classified, geographical, corporate, personal subject headings, very few keywords)

· Norwegian and Nordic Index to Articles (DDC 100%, Pick list 50%)

· Sami bibliography (DDC, General subject headings (Both 80-90%), Geographical, corporate, personal subject headings)

· Newspapers and Articles on the Internet (NATI) (DDK 100%, General subject headings 100%)
· Norwegian List of Serials (DDC)

Iceland:

· Gegnir union catalogue (about 40% subject access)

· Timarit.is (full-text digitised collection of journals and newspapers with keyword search access).
Ireland:

· National Library of Ireland Online Catalogue (LCSH (and LOC thesauri) 60%, older records added during retrospective conversion do not contain subject headings) 
Spain:

· On-line catalog (85% subject access, due to special collections)

Sweden:

· National Library catalog Regina (KSSB 70% access as older material is not classified with this system, Svenska ämnesord 30% access as this access tool is relatively new)

Collections already in The European Library

Germany

· (60% RSWK/SWD rest not in series A of national bibliography; 80% DDC rest fiction, juvenile literature, schoolbooks or under 50 pages)

Switzerland

· Helveticat (65% SWD/RSWK due to indexing policy)
Comparison of the TEL-ME-MOR and EDLproject subject access surveys
While the TEL-ME-MOR study focused on the 10 then new member states of the EU, who were in large part new to The European Library as well, the present study targeted the 9 partner libraries in EDL project. TEL-ME-MOR group consisted of predominantly Central and Eastern European countries, whereas EDLproject group includes Western European countries with rich histories of European integration, either in EU or EFTA.

Majority of the TEL-ME-MOR partners, i.e. those who used to be under strong Soviet influence, assigned highly technical Universal Decimal Classification (Cyprus and Malta use DDC), whereas EDLproject subject access tools survey found only two such libraries, the national libraries of Spain and Liechtenstein. Other respondents in the EDL project survey reported on applying either some version of Dewey Decimal Classification (Greece, Iceland, Norway, Luxembourg; also Germany and Switzerland), UNESCO list (Belgium) or local systems (Sweden, but also Iceland and Luxembourg in some cases).
As subject headings languages cannot be as language independent as classification systems, there is much greater variation here, although some similarities can be found across the countries involved in the two projects. LCSH subject heading language is used in Ireland and its translations/adaptations are used in Belgium, Cyprus, Greece, Latvia, Lithuania, Slovakia and the Czech Republic. In addition, in Malta both original Sears and LCSH are used. Luxembourg uses RVM, Germany and Switzerland SWD, while Poland, Slovenia, Sweden, Norway, Iceland and Spain use national/local subject heading languages.

Other subject access mechanisms are applied only by individual national libraries, usually for small parts of collections, making use of these tools for solving multiple language problem on a TEL-wide scale highly unlikely. It is interesting to note that at least one collection, where abstracts or full texts of the documents are searchable, was reported offered in five TEL-ME-MOR countries (Lithuania, Latvia, Estonia, Slovakia and Slovenia) compared to one EDLproject country (Iceland).
Several TEL-ME-MOR libraries (Czech Republic, Latvia, Lithuania, Slovakia and Slovenia) are active in Multilingual Subject Access to Catalogues of National Libraries (MSAC). MSAC is an initiative whose goal is to provide multilingual subject access through the Czech National Subject Authority File (CZENAS), which serves as a basis for establishing equivalences between different subject heading languages used by the MSAC partner libraries through UDC used as a switching language. On the other hand, Luxembourg reports on being involved in Multilingual Access to Subjects (MACS), a project which German and Swiss national libraries initiated, and Sweden plans on participating in MACS, as well. 
Conclusions

Results show that all the respondent libraries are aware of the importance of subject access to their collections and are actively involved in developing and maintaining the necessary tools. In light of their collections being included in The European Library, the partners also exhibited a sense of awareness of importance of offering these collections to a wider audience and providing all of the interested parties with access to these collections, regardless of languages used. All of the libraries either have a version of an internationally recognized subject access tool in use or are involved in some kind of mapping, which suggests that the present group of libraries is not completely unprepared for any future undertakings in this area. Of course, the extent of coverage and mapping/linking and use of subject access tools varies from library to library and even from collection to collection, therefore it is difficult to assess the implications, even without possible technical considerations beyond the scope of this report.

From partners’ responses it is clear that the two most used subject access mechanisms are subject heading languages and classification systems, although, in most cases, their application began only recently, especially relative to the existence of libraries’ catalogues.  In general, pick lists and keywords were used earlier. Several partners reported on subject heading languages evolving from thesauri or vice versa, signaling a close connection and sometimes blurred boundaries between these subject access tool types. It must be noted that most of the libraries do not provide classification system text caption searching (or display), presenting an apparent obstacle to cross-language search. Also, subject access mechanisms other than subject heading languages and classification systems are not widely used and are usually applied to minor collections, while some older records in larger collections may also contain data pertaining to their use in the past. To put things in perspective, of all the collections to be added to The European Library one was reported to have full text access.

This survey, coupled with the one in TEL-ME-MOR, provides us with a basic overview of the subject access tools used by The European Library members. It is only with this survey that a more well-rounded view of the matter at hand was established, as libraries involved in either of the projects come from backgrounds that are geographically, economically, culturally and linguistically representative of the whole Europe. Even though the TEL-ME-MOR Report on subject access tools (Deliverable 3.3) acknowledged “a wide variety of access points across the 10 partner libraries” and proclaimed that “there is undoubtedly an equally wide range of practice across TEL partners”, present analysis shows the range of practice is, if anything, even wider. This diversity in subject access tools discovered is only natural, but not insurmountable. Therefore, it is important that such access is made available but also that - where possible - cross-searching is offered in order to extend beyond national or lingual borders. 
It is worth noting that, in addition to basic participants, we have no subject access data on mostly long-time partners, i.e. the more established libraries, responsible for The European Library in the first place. It is expected that these libraries can provide a wealth of experience in addition to data on subject access to their collections, as the Swiss and German national libraries already had. Therefore, we strongly recommend using the same methodology to obtain information from all existing member libraries, apart from the ones who have already provided the necessary information, as well as any new member library, in order to complete the picture of subject access possibilities across The European Library. Only then can a suitable approach to cross-language access using subject access tools in The European Library be proposed. However, various projects, identified in TEL-ME-MOR deliverables, such as MACS and MSAC clearly show there is a possibility for a Europe-wide solution to breaking down language barriers through subject access.

1. Please describe in few sentences the subject access policy of your library.  What are the documents and collections that are indexed and/or classified? (In addition to general policy, please state some details in regard to subject access tools, e.g. policy of development of subject access tools, languages used, the extent of adoption and adaptation of internationally recognized subject access tools, whether you have done or are doing any mapping, …) 

The main catalogue is composed of two distinct collections: the National Bibliography and the Catalogue of the Scientific Library (the publications from abroad).

The subject access policy for these two collections has always been very different.  

For subject indexing two periods have to be distinguished in the National Bibliography: from January 2007 on, and from 1980 to the end of 2006. 

From 2007 on:

In January 2007 the National Bibliography section stared working with the KBR-LCSH subject access tool. This is a three lingual subject authority file based on the LCSH. With this tool equal access results are guarantied for subject requests stated in the three languages: Dutch, French and English. The KBR-LCSH tool has been developed in the library in 1984 for use in the Catalogue of the Scientific Library. Details on this tool are added later on.

From 1980 till 2007

The first automated subject indexing tool used for the National Bibliography was
a bilingual (Dutch, French) controlled subject list based on the subject system of the Dutch National Depot. 

Here two sub-periods have to be distinguished: from 1980 to 2001 the list contained about 500 terms. In 2001 an update was realised and the number of terms was augmented to 5000.

For the Catalogue of the Scientific Library the trajectory is rather different. 

From 2007 on:

The KBR-LCSH are temporary suspended. More details follow at the end of this paragraph.

From 1985 till 2007:

In 1984, when starting the automation of the international Scientific Collection the Library decided to abandon the previous in house subject heading system to create a new three-lingual tool based on the LCSH. The LCSH were translated in Duchy and in French and adapted to specific needs of the library. The maintenance of this three-lingual KBR-LCSH authority file is done within the library. The working methods are explained in: 'L'élaboration à la Bibliothèque Royale de Belgique d'une liste trilingue de mots sujet sur la base des LCSH. In 1985 the Centre for American studies started to use this new tool. The other parts of the Scientific Collection gradually followed.

With the prospect of more national and international cooperation the library management recently reviewed the subject indexing policy. The treatment of the Belgian collections was reconsidered and it was decided to start using KBR-LCSH from January 2007 on for the National publications. Because of the lack of sufficient resources (personal, etc) it was although also decided to temporary suspend the subject indexing of the Scientific Collection. Possibilities of copy indexing will be looked for when the new Library Management gets operational (planned for end of 2007). For the Scientific collection, LCSH are taken from external data where possible. Which means for about 70% of the books that normally should get LCSH. And which is estimated to 30% for the whole Scientific collection. As this new system started at the beginning of the year no hard statistical data are available yet.

In general, the Library applies subject headings to its main Book collection, with the exception of literary works and children's books. Subject headings aren't applied  to the Periodicals and Manuscripts collections. Most of these collections are organized numerically or alphabetaically.
The use of subject headings begun in 1978 when the Library adopted the AACR in cataloguing. Since then, the library developes its own authority files. The Subject Headings of the National Library of Greece, follow the structure and linkage of the corresponding LCSH. The LCSH are being translated in Greek, thus the Subject Headings of the National Library of Greece are in Greek language. The Subject Headings of the National Library of Greece are mapped to LCSH in an extent more than 90%. We have done some modifications in subjects concerning Greece (history, litterature etc.)

The bibliographic records include a DDC number (only the main 100 subdivisions are used). The material is organized numerically in the shelves.

The National and University Library maintains the National Bibliography which is a part of the Icelandic union catalog, Gegnir. Material is classified according to the Dewey classification system with Icelandic variations (mainly within history, literature, language and the tables) and assigned Icelandic subject headings: All published Icelandic material acquired by legal deposit normally included in national bibliographies (except small pamphtlets, posters, directories e.t.c.), i.e. books, computer programs, audiovisual material in market incl. sheet music, maps, manuscripts (mostly old Icelandic) and serials. In addition articles in scholarly serials are catalogued and assigned Icelandic subject headings (not classification number). Records imported from OCLC ratain their LC subject headings in English.
Subject access tools: As of 2004 there is one library catalog for the whole country, Gegnir. It is a challenge regarding subject access, over 200 libraries; small school libraries as well universities using the same catalog and subject headings. These libraries used different subject headings tools in their old library systems; small, special libraries using their own subject terms, university libraries using subject terms from headings lists and public and school libraries using a thesaurus of Icelandic subject terms made for their uses. The thesaurus is used as a basis in the authority file and catalogers are instructed to use it when possible. They can also assign other subject terms in a special field – suggestions for new terms. A group of specialists are extending this thesaurus by incorporating new terms and terms from the old library systems into the authority file (or rejecting them using other terms). In full text Digitised collection of Journals and Newspapers there is keyword search access.

Additional information provided by the library:

Classification numbers have been used in almost all libraries in Iceland since very early on. But subject terms are more recent.
 
Gegnir is a consortium of nearly all libraries in Iceland. Records from many different libraries with very different practices are in Gegnir
· Users are school children and university professors alike 

· Different libraries used different classification systems and their use subject terms was different 

· Phase 1 2003 – records loaded from special, university libraries and the National and University Library of Iceland (by far the biggest) 

· Phase 2 2004 – records loaded from public and elementary school libraries 

· Phase 3 2006 - records loaded from special and secondary school libraries 

 
Classifications systems are mostly DDC based. Most libraries in Gegnir continue to use the system they used before joing Gegnir. We do not try to control use of classification numbers.
· Public libraries use a Danish version of Dewey 

· University libraries use full Dewey (ed. 22), with modifications for Iceland 

· Many school libraries use an Icelandic abridged version of Dewey

Subject terms – History
The same goes to say for subject terms as for classification systems – very different practices before Gegnir. But as of year 2000 nearly all libraries that are now in Gegnir used some subject terms in their records. Some libraries used subject terms long before that (public libraries f.ex.)
· Public libraries and elementary school libraries used an Icelandic thesaurus (phase 2) 

· University and special libraries assigned uncontrolled terms very freely (it is a mess)

Icelandic thesaurus v/s uncontrolled subject terms today
Now we are trying to control subject terms better than before 
· We encourage all cataloguers to use the Icelandic thesaurus a far as they can. 
· Subject terms from this thesaurus are in authority file and go into a special field (650#4). 
· Uncontrolled subject terms (not in authority file) are in a separete subject field (693). 
· We are extending the thesaurus with terms from special and university libraries so the thesaurus is gradually growing. We accept terms from field 693 into the authority file and place them in hierachy. In fact we have launcehd a special effort to work uncontrolled terms into the thausaurs. We are usiing the built in thesaurs in Aleph. Thus users don’t need to look up terms in a printed or online thesaurus. The see right away if it is a controlled term or not and if it is controlled they see the hierachy. 

· LC-subject terms are still retaind in imported records. We ask cataloguers to use them with care when they appear in fields other than 650#0, f.ex. persons as subjects (600xx) geographic names (651#0), corporate headings (610xx) and so on.

The National Library's online catalogue contains records for books & periodicals, visual materials (photographs & prints and drawings) and certain categories of manuscript material.  Subject access to this material is provided through the use of controlled vocabularies (LCSH and LOC thesauri). DDC was used to classify printed material from the late 19th century to 2001; at that time the NLI switched to identifying its printed materials using a running shelf number and ceased to classify using DDC.

The National Library of Liechtenstein complying with legal requirements has to perform three tasks: national library, research library and public library. All media are entered on the catalogue of the National Library, which at the same time records as national union catalogue the media of Liechtenstein University of Applied Sciences, the International Academy of Philosophy, of school- and municipal libraries and of some civic libraries. According to this there is a variety of subject access tools used in the catalogue. All entries are indexed; the bigger part thereof is classified or annotated with terms out of pick lists or keywords. The only language used for subject access is German.
The classification of the Liechtenstein-literature was developed after the standard of the subject access to the Bodensee-bibliography, which is edited by the »Verein für Geschichte des Bodensees und seiner Umgebung« since 1977 embedding the Liechtenstein-literature.

The classification of the nonfictions of National Library of Liechtenstein and of the civic libraries follows the UDC, the »Dezimalklassifikation - Internationale Mittlere Ausgabe« of 1978. As this edition is out-of-date in the majory of cases, we adopted parts of the UDC used at the ETH Zurich and adapted them for our needs, some scientific fields we adapted on our own. Liechtenstein University of Applied Sciences uses for classification the »Regensburger Verbundklassifikation (RKV)« in some parts adapted for their needs. For the nonfictions of the school- and municipal libraries the SAB-classification »Kleine DK-Tafel für Schul- und Gemeindebibliotheken« is applied, a very simplified form of the UDC.
The civic library of archaeology uses keywords for subject access.

The novels, books for youth and the children's books are enriched with terms out of pick-lists, like the videos and the audio books.

Subject access to monographs and serials in the National Bibliography,  and to the index of  the periodic articles.  Very few web documents are included in the National Bibliography, except for periodicals.   Sound recordings (music) are not given  subject access, photos, posters, the digital radio archive has subject access to varying labels.    

Classification

The National Bibliography  has since 1956 used different Norwegian abridged and adapted versions of Dewey as classification scheme.  The last edition (Deweys Desimalklassifikasjon, 5. utg. (DDK5) was published in 2003, and is an abridged and adapted version  of  DDC 21.  

We classify both monographs and serial publications  included in the National Bibliography.  It includes both  books published by trade publishers and scholarly publishers.  School books used for elementary education are excluded from the National  Bibliography.  We also classify fiction and children’s literature.

Subject headings and key words

National bibliographies for books and serials only use subject headings for persons, corporations and geographical places.  General subject headings are used in some smaller bibliographies, for example the Sami Bibliography.  Key words are used in NORART, the Norwegian and Nordic Index to periodical articles, and to some degree in the Sami Bibliography. 

There are different subject heading languages used. They do not have their own names (but they are pre-coordinated).   And I want to make it clear that general subject headings and key words are used on a very small part of the collections.  It is only in the Sami Bibliography and in Nati we will call it subject headings, and this will mean maybe 5 -10 % of the whole collections in plan for the EDL.

The headings used for the articles (NORART) have more the character of key words.

Most of the material has geographical subject headings, and subject heading for persons and corporations.   

Mapping

The “Periodicals on the Internet” (NATI) has a mapping between subject headings and Dewey. Only used the DDC-numbers are mapped to subject headings.  A new subject heading is introduced when a new record is classified and vice versa.

The legal deposit (publications of the Federal Republic of Germany) plus Germanica and translations from german in other languages plus publications from Austria and the german-speaking part of Switzerland are completely classified by a subject category scheme based on the Second Summary of the DDC (100 so-called Sachgruppen of the Deutsche Nationalbibliografie). All publications with more than 50 pages (or even with less pages in case of scholarly studies) are classified with complete DDC numbers – with exception of fiction, juvenile literature and schoolbooks. All publications of the series A of the national bibliography (booktrade publications) are indexed with subject headings of the Schlagwortnormdatei (German subject authority file), based on the Rules of the RSWK (Regeln fuer den Schlagwortkatalog) . 

Subject access language is German, the SWD is used in all three German-language countries. DDC is used as a German translation of DDC 22 and in form of Melvil (German Dewey authority file of DDC 22), there are no regional adaptations or options, DDC practice follows the guidelines of DDC 22 Standard Edition and in contact with LC and OCLC.

Intellectual mapping between SWD and DDC is under work within the project CrissCross which includes also two further authority files – RAMEAU and LCSH – and is the German contribution to the international project MACS.

Since February 1998, the Swiss National Library (SNL) has been using the German language subject heading language SWD (Schlagwortnormdatei) headings and the RSWK (Regeln für den Sachschlagwortkatalog) indexing rules. An official indexing policy was developed in 2002 that puts special emphasis on publications (monographs, serials, electronic publications, microfilms, etc.) published in Switzerland and about Switzerland that are widely available to the public and published in the 4 national languages of Switzerland (German, French, Italian, Rheto-Romanche) as well as in English.  Publications not indexed includes publications of less than 50 pages, promotional documentation, laws, sheet music, research papers with no Swiss content, unpublished theses.

The Swiss National Library is involved in the MACS project which is developing a system that will provide multilingual subject access through linking of subject headings. The project is currently mapping headings from three subject headings systems: LCSH, RAMEAU and SWD.

5. Have you taken part in any national or international project dealing with subject access or authority control?

The SNL is part of the SWD Kooperationspartner, a international network of library networks using SWD / RSWK (German, Austrian and Swiss library networks). This network oversees the development of the SWD / RSWK standard.

The SNL has set up a national cooperative programme for proposing new SWD headings. Participants can now submit their proposal in the “SWD Clearingstelle Schweiz” gateway.

The SNL is a member of the DDC Deutsch consortium which has successufully translated and adapted the DDC22 in German and is responsible for the maintenance and development of the DDC Deutsch edition.
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
